· Although the House Appropriations Committee has yet to approve FY 2012 legislation funding, Committee Chairman Hal Rogers (R-W) relased a draft bill on September 29, proposing an 8% cut to SAMHSA. These cuts would cripple the availability and expansion of community-based programs that translate research into best practices for children and adults with mental disorders.
